Preview Presentation guidelines

The preview presentation is ~5 slides, 10 minute long. The purpose of this brief presentation is to motivate the subject, explain its importance, and especially help the other students understand the reading material by providing them some guidance and explanation about any tricky issues presented in the reading material.

Full presentation guidelines

The presentation should include about 30 slides. The purpose of the presentation is one – to induce a discussion.  As soon as a discussion develops, you have achieved your goal – do not be concerned with completing your presentation, sit back and relax. Do not feel obliged to respond to all questions, let others participate.
Please provide some background for the other students and then 

Slides:

· Start by briefly presenting the needed background on the subject, using material other and more basic than the assigned readings.  Make sure you get to the reading material familiar to the other students as soon as possible, as the discussion would flow more naturally then.
· Show all figures from all assigned papers early in your presentation – good way to get a discussion going.   Preferred these over other figures/ graphics. class is familiar with these and will respond more readily.

· Font – never below 24 points

· Avoid slides with text and no figures/ graphics (bullet point lists etc)


· Discuss the weaknesses and strengths of the assigned papers

· Conclude with a summary of the debate as represented by the papers

· Alternate presenting in class every 1-2 slides, rather than mid-way
Please write a one-page summary of the assigned readings (single space, 12pt), to be submitted via Canvas beginning of class.  Please be concise and accurate.  


Discuss all assigned papers, summarizing the authors’ position, and the main facts on which it is based.  


Discuss the strengths and weaknesses of their observations, analysis and conclusions. Including but not limited to: invalid assumptions, inappropriate treatment of data, conclusions that are not well-based.


Briefly compare and contrast the conclusions of the different reading materials. Conclude with a brief reasoned statement of your own position.
